We can’t 

understand and speak every European language, but most Europeans are able to communicate in 

English. Therefore, this course will help you to improve your English language skills and prepare you 

to be successful in the Cambridge: Certificate in Advanced English, a qualification that lasts forever 

and is recognised internationally by employers and academic institutions.  

So, if you are interested in learning more about other cultures and in achieving a certificate that 

opens doors all over Europe and the world, this is the course for you. 

 

Who is this course for? 

As the course will be entirely in English, students should enjoy the English language genuinely and be 

amongst the best of their current English classes. Having taken part in the FCE exams is not 

obligatory but shows the kind of ambition and hard work necessary for this course.
